Biblical Resolution C1508

Maintaining Religious Liberty

Restoring Foundational Covenants

We the citizens of the Kingdom Congress, as a representative ekklesia for the citizens of the State of Illinois, do acknowledge that there is only one true and living God who is the Maker of heaven and earth and that this great God has elected to covenant with men in the administration of the earth to the end that the earth would be glorified and He would be honored, and 
Whereas, we do recognize that God has poured out His blessings and grace upon the State of Illinois by granting us a rich land filled with abundant natural resources and has poured out his mercies upon us by aiding us in the administration of our assets, and 
Whereas, we likewise acknowledge that the State of Illinois has accepted God’s gracious offer of covenant and has affirmed obeisance to Him and are “grateful to Almighty God for the civil, political, and religious liberty which He has permitted us to enjoy,” hence we humbly continue “seeking his blessings upon our endeavors”*, and
Whereas, we confess that we have sinned and fallen short of the grace of God for which we offer repentance and request that we be forgiven by the efficacious atonement for sin offered by Jesus Christ, and 
Whereas, we recognize that man is limited in his ability and is dependent upon the assistance of a Sovereign God, and 

Whereas, we desire to see the grace of God continue to be poured out upon Illinois in order that she might arise to be a land free of corruption and empowered by God’s divine enablement to fulfill her God-given destiny. 
Therefore, we do accept the Apostolic call of God upon the State of Illinois to serve the Lord and the nation and, in faithfulness, to send forth only that which is in harmony with God’s Word, and 
Therefore, we do petition the Almighty to bless and establish the State of Illinois by way of His covenant-keeping faithfulness, to fill this land with His righteous ways for His glory, and to expand the redemptive influences of our state beyond our borders in order that His glory may be known through us in the earth.
